Gray Is Here To Stay In Home Designs

Stairs are a necessity in many
homes. While stairs serve a prac-
tical purpose, they also have the
potential to be dangerous. 
According to the National Safety
Council, more than one million
injuries result each year from
stairway falls. Staircase and stair-
way accidents constitute the sec-
ond leading cause of accidental
injury, second only to motor vehi-
cle accidents. Each year, there
are 12,000 stairway accident
deaths. The Canadian Mortgage
and Housing Corporation states
that a large portion of Canadians
who visit hospitals after a fall on
or from stairs or steps in their
homes are seniors (men and
women age 65 years or older).
However, many stairway falls can
be prevented with some simple
planning.
• Install sturdy handrails. A com-
mon contributor to stairway falls
is a failure to use handrails.
Sturdy handrails can decrease
fall rates. Even if a person slips,
he or she may be able to prevent
the fall by grabbing on to the
handrails and regaining some of
his or her balance.
• Rely on highlighters or friction
strips. According to a study titled
“Safety on stairs: Influence of a
tread edge highlighter and its
position,” by     Richard J. Foster,
fall risk may be reduced by using
a highlighter positioned flush with
the tread edge. This helps make
stairs more visible, particularly for
those with impaired 
vision.

• Improve lighting on staircases.
Failure to see steps may con-
tribute to falls as well. Staircases
should be well lit so that residents
and guests know where to step.
Subtle foot-level lighting can be
installed to make it easier for peo-
ple who frequently use steps at
night.
• Use slip-resistant materials.
Slip-resistant surface material
acceptable for normal floors
should work on stair treads.
Loose rugs should not be placed
at the top or bottom of the land-
ing. Outdoors, rough finishes are
recommended, particularly on
stairs that are subject to getting
wet.
• Improve step geometry. If slips
and falls frequently occur on a
particular staircase, consider the
relationship between the rise and
the run, advises the Canadian
Centre for Occupational Health
and Safety. The National Building
Code of Canada says that, within
a staircase, treads should have a
uniform run and tread depth that
does not vary more than 0.5 to 1
cm. Steep steps with high risers
and/or short treads can increase
the risk of falls.
• Clear away clutter. One easy
way to prevent falls is to keep
stairs free of clutter. This means
removing shoes, toys and other
belongings that may be left on
stairs or landings.
Many falls on stairs can be pre-
vented by being mindful of certain
risk factors.  SH172792

Asthma affects millions of
people across the globe.
While some asthma attacks,
which can occur at any time,
may end quickly, the Asthma
and Allergy Foundation of
America notes that more
severe attacks can last hours
or days. Coughing, wheezing,
shortness of breath, rapid
breathing, and tightness in the
chest are some common
symptoms of asthma attacks,
which can be triggered by a
number of allergens.
1. Dust mites: Dust mites are
so tiny that they’re invisible to
the naked eye. But just
because you can’t see them
does not mean they’re not
there. Sometimes as small as
one-quarter of a millimeter,
dust mites thrive in environ-
ments where temperatures
are between 68 F and 77 F,
such as homes. Dust mites
feed on tiny flakes of skin that
humans shed each day, so
they tend to make their homes
in the inner layers of furniture,
carpets and bedding. Even
stuffed children’s toys might
make great homes for dust
mites. Asthma sufferers
whose attacks have been
linked to dust mites can cover
their mattresses and pillows in

dust-proof covers, wash their
sheets and blankets in hot
water and utilize HEPA filter
vacuum cleaners to keep
mites and mite waste from
reentering the air after a
cleaning.
2. Cockroaches: According to
the AAFA, cockroach allergies
are common asthma triggers.
In fact, the AAFA notes that
studies have indicated chil-
dren who are allergic to cock-
roaches must visit the hospital
for asthma more frequently
than other children who do not
have asthma. Cockroaches
need food, water and shelter
to survive, so people whose
asthma attacks are being trig-
gered by cockroach allergies
can cover their trash cans
tightly, store their food in air-
tight containers, clean all of
their dirty dishes immediately
after use, and promptly sweep
up any food or crumbs that
accumulate on their counters,
tabletops, stoves, and floors.
3. Mold: Molds live every-
where, and upsetting a mold
source may send mold spores
into the air, potentially trigger-
ing asthma attacks. While
allergic reactions from mold
spores can occur at any time
of the year, the AAFA notes

that allergic symptoms from
fungi like mold are most com-
mon between July and early
fall. Mold spores that get into
the lungs can trigger asthma
attacks. Some reactions may
occur immediately after the
spores reach the lungs, while
others may be delayed,
resulting in asthma symptoms
like nasal congestion gradual-
ly worsening over time.
Reducing exposure to mold

spores both inside and out-
side can prevent allergic reac-
tions. Limit outdoor activities
when mold counts are high
and wear a mask when tend-
ing to lawns and gardens.
Relying on central air condi-
tioning equipped with HEPA
filter attachments and lower-
ing indoor humidity are two
ways to reduce exposure to
mold when indoors.

The groundwater table plays
a role in home construction,
foundation stability and home
comfort. Because the ground-
water table is so significant, it
behooves homeowners to
understand how it works.
National Geographic defines
a water table as the boundary
between water-saturated
ground and unsaturated
ground. Well beneath the
ground, at various depths
depending on geography,
topography and weather con-
ditions, pockets of water,
called aquifers, exist. The
water table marks the bound-
ary between that available
water and the dry surface. 
Ground water is impacted by
precipitation, irrigation and
ground cover. It also may be
affected by land use and
tides. The water table can
fluctuate with the seasons
and from year to year
because it is affected by cli-
matic variations, as well as
how much water may be
drawn from underground,
advises Encyclopedia
Britannica. The water table
where one person lives may
be several inches or feet
below the surface of the
ground and follow the topog-
raphy of the land. For others,
it may be much higher, even
coming above the surface of
the soil.
The water table as well as
local soil conditions and

drainage can impact homes
and their foundations. If soil
drains efficiently and there is
a relatively low water table, it
may not be problematic.
However, if soil is dense and
absorbent and the water table
is high, the ground around a
home may swell and become
saturated. This can exert sig-
nificant pressure against the
foundation walls, states
Rytech, a water damage and
mold rehabilitation company.
In areas where a local water
table rises near the surface,
water can push against the
underside of the foundation in
a condition known as “hydro-
static pressure.” This may
cause water to infiltrate
through the bottom of the
foundation — even permeat-
ing solid concrete over time. If
hydrostatic pressure is
severe, it could lift certain por-
tions of the foundation out of
the ground, but this is very

unlikely. But
it could
cause shift-
ing of foun-
dation walls
and struc-
tures like
fencing and
decks.
Even if
g r o u n d
water does
not cause
foundation
cracking or
shifting, it

could lead to humidity
issues, resulting in rust, bac-
teria and mold. Wood struc-
tures in a home may be
compromised by a high level
of humidity. 
The home improvement

resource Angie’s List says
certain steps may need to be
taken to protect against
damage from a water table
and abundant ground water.
Basement and foundation
waterproofing professionals
can help homeowners devel-
op a plan to mitigate water
damage. This can include
grading changes and the
installation of drains and
pumps to move water away
from the house. Special
paints and sealants also can
protect the foundation.
Ground water can be a hin-
drance when it affects the
home, but homeowners who
learn about it can be in a
position to confront any
ground water issues.

Many homeowners wish they
had more storage space, and
kitchens are one area where
people seemingly can always
use more storage. 
Despite a desire for more
kitchen space, until recently,
kitchen pantries fell out of
favor. Builders and architects
may have thought that close
proximity to supermarkets as
well as multi-use cabinets in
kitchens would offset the
need for pantries. But accord-
ing to a recent survey from the
National Association of Home
Builders, a kitchen pantry is
the most desirable kitchen
feature for buyers in the mar-
ket for a new home.
According to a 2016 survey
from ReportLinker, 98 percent
of Americans say cooking at
home is their preferred way to
prepare a meal. And despite
the wide array of restaurants,
prepared meals and fast food
options nearby, more than
one-third of people cook at
home daily, with nearly 50
percent cooking between
three and six days a week. 
In order to accommodate for
spending more time in the

kitchen, homeowners
are directing additional
attention to kitchen
preparation and storage
features. In fact, one
recent trend in kitchen
renovations is creating
c u s t o m - d e s i g n e d
pantries. 
Locate the appropriate
space
Ideally, pantries should

be in or adjacent to the
kitchen. But not every home
layout allows for this setup.
Some homeowners need to
move storage pantries into
the garage, the basement or a
mud/laundry room.
Various factors should be
considered before placing a
pantry outside a kitchen.
What is the climate? Will food
spoil? Is there a possibility
that vermin or insects can
infiltrate the room and access
food? These factors will dic-
tate whether to have closed
cabinets, air-tight bins or open
shelves or if other modifica-
tions must be made to the
room prior to building.
Choose the type of pantry
Accessibility is essential in a
pantry. Everything should be
easily reached and grabbed
as needed without having to
move too many things.
Ideally, foods should be
arranged in a single layer so
that all items can be viewed at
a glance. Shelves of various
depths and heights can
accommodate items of differ-
ent sizes. Adjustable shelves

are ideal because they can be
modified as foods change.
Sliding drawers can improve
reach in cabinets.
In smaller spaces, French
door-style reach-in cabinets
are convenient and flexible. In
complete kitchen remodels or
new constructions, walk-in
pantries offer the most space
and flexibility. 
Must-have features
Pantries serve different func-
tions in different homes. For
the bulk shopper, a pantry
with plenty of room for large
items will be needed. 
Lighting can be beneficial in
all pantries. Lights can
improve visibility when trying
to locate items. Others prefer
an outlet for charging hand-
held vacuums or other small
appliances. Counter space in
the pantry enables homeown-
ers to unload groceries direct-
ly onto pantry shelves.
For pantries located outside
of the kitchen, built-in freezers
can maximize storage possi-
bilities, especially for those
who freeze-and-eat after bulk
shopping ventures.
Pantries are popular features
that homeowners can cus-
tomize depending on their
storage needs and the
amount of time they spend in
their kitchens.

Investing in a home renova-
tion project not only requires
money, but also time and
patience. While contractors,
architects and designers can
estimate how long a project
may take, it is impossible to
anticipate all of the scenarios
that can affect that estimated
timeline.

Reduce Exposure To Harmful
VOCs At Home

Volatile organic compounds
are emitted by a vast array of
products. The Environmental
Protection Agency warns that
VOCs consist of gases dis-
charged from solids or liquids
that produce short- and long-
term health effects. 
VOCs are particularly trou-
bling because their concen-
trations are consistently up to
10 times higher indoors than
outdoors. Those who spend
time inside of homes and
businesses may be at risk
from concentrated exposure
to VOCs.
Notable items that produce
VOCs include treated woods,
carpeting, building materials,
paints, waxes, fabrics, and
varnishes. Since people are
constantly breathing in air,
and whatever is circulating
within it, it’s important for indi-
viduals to be conscious of
these common offenders. 
VOCs can be dangerous
because they may cause
everything from minor symp-
toms of headaches, nausea
and stuffy noses to more seri-
ous conditions like nervous
system problems and kidney
and liver damage. Some
VOCs are known to cause

cancer in humans, warns the
EPA.
To reduce exposure to VOCs,
homeowners are advised to
take the following steps.
• Read product labels careful-
ly for warnings against VOCs.
Whenever possible, select
products that do not emit
VOCs.
• Invest in alternative prod-
ucts, such as all-natural
cleaning solutions. Many peo-
ple find that common and safe
items like vinegar, citrus oils
and baking soda are as effec-
tive as chemical cleaners
without the same harmful side
effects.
• Use an air purifier in con-
junction with HVAC systems.
Purchase an air purifier that
specifically filters out odors
and VOCs, which can help
people with chemical sensitiv-
ities.
• Rely on natural ventilation
when using products that
have strong odors or are sus-
pected of emitting VOCs. This
can be as easy as opening
windows and doors or doing
work outside.
• Use a shed rather than an
attached garage to store gas
cans, pesticides, paint thin-
ners, and other odoriferous
materials away from the
home. Contact the municipal
waste department to learn
how to properly dispose of
leftover chemical products.
• Rethink flooring materials to
include carpeting that is low
VOC or alternatives such as
washable rugs or hard flooring. 
• Don’t forget to fill a home
with plenty of live plants. A
study from researchers at
NASA found that certain
indoor plants are effective at
naturally purifying air. 
• Exercise caution with dry-
cleaned clothes.
Perchloroethylene is a chemi-
cal most widely used in dry
cleaning. Air out dry-cleaned
clothes before wearing them,
particularly if they have strong
chemical odors.
Volatile organic compounds
can be excreted through vari-
ous items. Individuals who
educate themselves can
greatly reduce their exposure
to these harmful compounds.
