lar way to determine if tires
must be replaced. Insert a
penny or quarter into the center
of the tread between two ridges
with Lincoln’s or Washington’s
head facing you. If you can see
the very top of the head or the
space above the head, the tire
must be replaced. If only a little
bit of hair is visible, then the tire
is nearing its end. The tire has
sufficient remaining tread if the
some of the forehead is con-
cealed.

» Check for other signs of wear
and tear. Little remaining tread
is not the only sign tires must be
replaced. Tires with cracked
sidewalls, discoloration and/or
bulging need to be replaced.

» Confirm a larger issue isn't
lurking. Uneven wear on tires is
typically a byproduct of a larger
issue. Though tires that have
worn unevenly will need to be
replaced, replacing them with-
out correcting the larger issue
will only lead to more uneven
wear on the new tires. That's a
costly mistake. KBB notes that
poor wheel alignment or sus-
pension issues are typically to
blame for uneven wear. This
issue can be fixed and should
be addressed prior to purchas-
ing a new set of tires.

Tires sometimes exhibit telltale
signs that they need to be
replaced. Before  buying
replacement tires, drivers can
inspect their existing ones and
ask their mechanic to confirm
that a larger issue isn’t affecting
their performance.

Safety In Numbers: Why It Pays To Replace Headlight Bulbs In Pairs

(MS)- When it comes to vehicle
maintenance, the rule of two
has long reigned among profes-
sional automotive technicians
and driving safety advocates.

WHY  REPLACE AGING
HEADLIGHT BULBS? - Few
drivers include headlight bulb
replacement in their vehicle
maintenance routines.

as 70 percent. As headlight
bulbs age, the effects of expo-
sure to sunlight, ozone and pol-
lution can significantly reduce
their light output.

* Replace worn out wiper
blades. Wiper blades need to
be changed each season or in
three-month intervals. Rubber
wiper blades can grow brittle
rather quickly, potentially com-
promising driver visibility at
times when they need their
vision to be as strong as possi-
ble, such as when rain or snow
is falling.

 Clean interior glass and mir-
rors. Over time, interior glass
can develop a film-like buildup
that reduces vision and creates
hazy reflections from the sun.
Smokers may notice such
buildup is especially thick in
their vehicles. Periodically
clean interior glass and mirrors
to prevent this film from com-
promising your vision.

e Don't hang accessories in
your vehicle. Fuzzy dice, pho-
tos and other items hung on
rearview mirrors can prove dis-
tracting and block you from
seeing the road.

Vehicle Maintenance Tasks Drivers Don’t Want To Overlook

Savvy drivers recognize that maintenance
is essential to keeping their vehicles run-
ning strong for years on end. Such mainte-
nance ensures vehicles are safe to take out
on the road, and basic upkeep also protects
drivers’ financial investments in their cars
and trucks.

Drivers who are not mechanically inclined
tend to put their vehicles in the hands of a
trusted mechanic to perform routine main-
tenance like oil changes.

Damage
from bird droppings and road salt and ice
melt products In the winter can damage a
vehicle’s paint job and its undercarriage.
Wash the car on your own at home or visit
a professional car wash to perform this sim-
ple yet vital maintenance at regular inter-
vals and whenever you notice significant
buildup of dirt and grime on the car's exte-
rior.

« Air filter: The air filter on a car or truck pre-
vents debris, dirt and other contaminants
from getting into the engine. The auto insur-
ance experts at Allstate® advise drivers to
inspect their vehicle air filters once a year.
Air filters in need of replacement may
appear dirty, and reduced fuel economy,
unusual engine sounds and reduced horse-
power are some other potential indicators
that an air filters needs to be replaced.

» Windshield wipers: Windshield wiper
blades are easily overlooked, but various
automotive experts recommend replacing
wiper blades every six to 12 months. Old
wiper blades won't perform at peak capaci-
ty, dramatically reducing visibility during
heavy rain and snowstorms. Anyone can
replace their own windshield wiper blades
in a matter of minutes, and new blades
won't break the bank.

Vehicle maintenance is not exclusive to
tending to what's under the hood. Keeping
a car running smoothly for years involves
routine tasks that many drivers can perform
without professional assistance.

Vehicle owners need to keep
maintenance on the mind to
ensure their cars and trucks are
operating at peak capacity.
Various components should be
checked and serviced at key
intervals. Oil changes and fluid
top-offs are part of routine
maintenance, but it can be
easy to forget about other
important parts of the vehicle,
including tires.

Rotating tires is vital to their
upkeep. Bridgestone Tires
advises that tire rotation
involves routinely repositioning
a vehicle’s tires in specific pat-
terns from front to back and
side to side. According to Big O
Tires, the front tires tend to
wear on the outside edges
because the tire leans over

when a driver turns a corner.
The rear tires just follow the
front ones, so they usually wear
more evenly. By leaving tires in
place, the outside edges on the
front tires will wear down much
faster than the rest and those
tires will need to be replaced
sooner. Rotation may be
required by tire warranties.
Rotation also keeps the tires
working properly.

Experts generally advise tire
rotation every 6,000 to 8,000
miles, even if they do not show
any signs of wear. It is chal-
lenging to determine if weather
treads are uneven or how much
wear has been sustained just
by looking at them. Rotating
tires can prolong the life of tires
and decrease how frequently

they need to be replaced.
Rotating tires keeps the tread
depth uniform and helps main-
tain traction and consistent
handling across all four tires.
Bridgestone says the tire rota-
tion pattern that is best for a
particular vehicle depends on
the type of tire being used.
Patterns are recommended by
the standardizing body of the
tire industry, called The Tire
and Rim Association, Inc.
Individuals can consult with
professional mechanics about
the proper way to rotate tires.
Many tire manufacturers or
automotive stores that have
sold customers tires also will do
tire rotations, some free of
charge.

In addition to proper traction,
minimizing uneven tire treads
causes the vehicle to be more
balanced, advises Wrench, a
mobile auto repair and mainte-
nance company. This enables
the driver to have more control
even when roads are slippery.
Many auto service centers will
then align and balance tires
after they have been rotated. At
this time the mechanic will like-
ly check brakes as well, since it
is easy to see and reach them
when the tires are off.

Tire rotation is an important
component of vehicle mainte-
nance. Check with a qualified
automotive professional to see
if it's time to have your vehicle’'s
tires rotated.
